O A Non-Graded portion of the assessment will be that you will submit one poem for
publication somewhere and the poems will be bound for display.

Expectations for Summative Assessment 2
There are two parts to this assessment
Part I

O You will be given one poem tfo interpret.

O As we did each day at the beginning of the unit, you will be asked to assess this
poem’'s word choice and how it confributes o mood or meaning and how word
choice impacts the reader. You will also explain how line length, punctuation and
rhythm contribute to the poem. Finally, you will be asked to analyze symbolism
found within the poem.

O Examples will need to be used from the poem fo strengthen your explanations.

O Use the Re-caps and group exercises to help you review.

Part IT

O You will analyze your own poetry.

O You will be asked to explain your use of word choice, sensory and figurative
language and how they contribute to the mood of your poem. You will also explain
how you expect your word choices to impact your reader. There will need to be an
explanation for how you used line length, punctuation and rhythm to affect your
poem. Finally you will explain any use of symbolism in your poem OR how
symbolism can be used in any poem to make it powerful.

Part IIT
O You will be asked to explain the key question, "What Makes Good Poetry?”
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Writing Checklist

[0 Don't ask how long the poem needs to be! Good poets write until
they've said everything that can be said. Line length is subjective. A
powerful poem can have one word on many lines, thus giving it the
appearance that it is long, while a cruddy poem can have many lines
and many words and not say anything worth remembering. You've got
Yo include poetic devices.

[0 Vocabulary. Make sure you replace simple words like good, bad and
ugly with more mature and descriptive selections. They should
become words like excellent, appalling, and hideous.

[0 Make vivid images. Link together descriptive words to create vivid
images. When I write, "Life is a scale,” the first question you should
say is, "Well, what kind of scale are you talking about.” I could say,
"Life is a silver plated scale that measures the decisions of my life."
More descriptive isn't it?

[0 Add figurative language. Try to figure out how you can add a
metaphor, simile, sensory language, personification in your poem.
Remember we said that a poet adds many of these qualities in order
to make his/her poem more powerful.

[0 Play with line length, punctuation, and spacing. Use the handout,
"Making a poem more poetic.” If it will make a word more powerful o
be on a line by itself, then put it there!
