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Required criteria – groups must demonstrate all three: 

 
1. The sun warms liquids and solids on the earth, and then the heat rises 

from those objects warming the air. 
2. The earth’s surface does not heat evenly; it depends on the angle of 

the sun’s rays as they strike the surface. 
3. The air temperatures on the earth are often highest in the afternoon.
